Schools as Learning Communities are at the heart of a Sustainable
Future

Schools, both as centres of learning and as central institutions in their
communities, are essential to the process of humanity choosing its
future. If there is one place where the promise of sustainable
development is most likely to be found, it is in the world's schools.

If we are to truly meet the challenge to human development into the
foreseeable future, the implications for schools are substantial. Schools,
as learning communities, need to model the vision of a sustainable
world, in their educational practice as well as in their administration and
governance. They need a clear understanding of roles and appropriate
structures that will help them to realize that vision. They need the active
participation of everyone in the school community: governing board,
administration, teaching and support staff, students and parents,
neighbours and local government, and they need to be able to learn
from one another through an active and supporting Network.

The Compass Schools Network

The Compass Schools Network embraces this philosophy as the
foundation for a program of international collaboration and discovery,
using the Compass of Sustainability as a common framework for
helping primary and secondary schools orient and direct themselves in
their engagement with the great challenges of our times.

Charting a Course for Sustainability

The starting point for the Compass Schools Network is the metaphor of
the compass itself: a tool for assessing our present situation and for
setting direction towards living and learning more sustainably.

At the heart of the Compass School process are the four
interdependent Compass Points of Sustainability. Just as a map is
incomplete if it is missing one "direction," all four Compass Points are
equally important to the realization of school sustainability. The
Compass assist us to develop measurable indicators of progress — and
serves as a common symbol, a metaphorical "centre of gravity," around
which everyone in the school community can gather and feel part of this
great global journey toward a sustainable society.

Putting the Compass of Sustainability to Work

From a serendipitous alignment of the four letters (N, E, S, W) coupled
with the compass metaphor itself, we can apply the four sustainability
Compass Points to any aspect of life as a frame of reference, an
organizational tool, and much more.

At a personal level, the Compass can be applied to one’s own life and
well-being, as well as one’s teaching in the classroom. In the
classroom, the Compass Points can be built into a thematic unit of
inquiry, a lesson plan, field experience.

Using the Compass becomes a habit of mind both for oneself and the
students you teach or work with, and as such is consciousness-raising
and potentially transforming.

However, it is likely to be far more effective and supportive when the
school as a whole adopts the Compass of Sustainability, develops its
own vision for a sustainable future, and assumes the responsibility for
realizing that vision and modelling education for a sustainable future.

In this 2-day workshop you will be
introduced to the tools and methods for
reorienting your school towards
sustainability education through a ‘whole
school’ approach.

Learning Objective # 1:

Fluency in Education for Sustainable
Futures (ESF)

At the heart of a sustainable future are
sustainable people - individuals who are ethical,
empowered and have the understanding to
make the right choices. Education for
Sustainable Development (ESD) or Education
for Sustainable Futures (ESF) aims to promote
education as a basis for a more sustainable
human society and to integrate sustainable
development into education systems at all
levels. This workshop will equip you with a
complete understanding of the vision, ideas and
approach taken by ESD.

Learning Objective # 2:

Applying Systems Thinking to School
Transformation

Whether the school is public or private, urban or
rural, large or small, there are three nested
systems at play — the classroom, the school and
the community; all of which interact in ways that
are sometimes hard to see but that shape the
priorities and needs of people at all levels. In
this workshop, we will explore how to apply
systems theory and systems thinking
approaches to efforts that foster schools to
learn and transform at all three levels.

Learning Objective # 3:

Hands-on  Understanding of the
Compass School Concept & Methods
The Compass Schools program translates the
four cardinal compass directions into the
specific working areas of school life, including

management, governance, finances and
fundraising, resource  management and
consumption, working and learning

environment, personal health, environmental
awareness and action, networking and
participation, and curriculum design and
pedagogical development. This workshop will
clearly explain what a Compass School is, and
then you will have the opportunity to experiment
with the tools and approaches to see how it
works, as well as provide feedback on
improving our own ideas.

Learning Objective # 4:

Learning How to Accelerate Institutional
Change

Finally, we will introduce to you, in a very fun
and interesting way, a very useful friend, the
AMOEBA, that has for the past 15 years, been
supporting Sustainability Change Agents —
people working to promote, facilitate and
accelerate sustainability around the world. The
AMOEBA helps people to understand
organisational and cultural change process, to
plan for the introduction of new ideas into
organizational systems, or to block changes
they do not want.
